NOTE:
Caution

1. F10SC is a highly concentrated product and must only be used in accordance with the recommended dilution. Care should be
taken to avoid contact with eyes and mucus membranes.

2. Scratches, superycial cuts, fresh puncture wounds etc on feet (fhunting injurieso), as well as Grade 1 bumblefoot:

Daily application of F10 Germicidal Barrier Ointment (or quick drying, non-sticky, F10 Hand Gel if in sandy conditions). Wipe off oily
layer from previous dayis treatment with a 1:250 solution of F10SC before applying new layer. If in doubt obtain veterinary advice

to incorporate this surface treatment with correct parenteral antibiotic use if indicated as part of the integrated treatment plan. If left
unattended, foot/toe injuries could rapidly deteriorate into a serious infection with temporary or even permanent loss of hunting ability.

Special considerations:

3. Some raptors are more susceptible than others to speciyc medical conditions; e.g. Golden Eagles, Gyrfalcons, Goshawks and
Snowy Owls are very susceptible to Aspergillosis airsacculitis. Predictable periods of high stress (new arrival, start of training,
numbers of youngsters pedging into hacking cage from airconditioned boxes [common practice in the Arabian Gulf]) and / or high
levels of challenge (high fungal spore counts due to seasonal weather conditions / agricultural practices), indicate high risk periods
for these birds. Regular inhalation of F10SC fog will assist in the prevention of this condition. Portable foggers, automated fogging
systems in the case of e.g. air-conditioned boxes, such as used in evaporative coolin installations, and even the use of human
nebulisers, in the case of individual birds, have all been highly successful in such cases, using F10SC at 1:250 dilution, for periods of
15 - 20 minutes at a time, once, but preferably twice, a day (individual birds).

4. Skin conditions: individual birds occassionally develop fungal skin infections (dermatophytoses) [head, eyelids, cere, around

the mouth etc.], fungal and/or bacterial nailbed infections (paranychia) or infections of the beak. Topical, daily applications of F10
Germicidal Barrier Ointment or F10 Hand Gel. Individual cases with deep, established infections will need systemic antifungal drugs
in addition, as advised by your veterinarian.

5. Care should be taken in the preparation of frozen meat products to reduce the risk from Clostridium spp. It is suggested that the
following routine be applied (a) remove the frozen packs from the freezer and leave them in the fridge overnight, then the packs

are taken out and left at room temperature (23 - 25° C) for one to two hours, (b) e.g. quails are then prepared (crushing of the long
bones) and left in a double container to warm through (the outer container has warm water at around 41 - 43°C). This method avoids
the food from being in contact with water, therefore the quails in the second container do not touch the water, but are warmed out
through the contact of the warm walls of the container. Warming frozen food in a microwave, or by leaving it to thaw in the sunlight,
should be avoided.
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
